In 1968 Stoke Brunswick was further enhanced by the addition of a
number of pupils from King's Mead School, Seaford following its
closure. Stoke Brunswick School confirmed that it would close in
the summer of 2009 because the forecasted pupil intake for
September was "not adequate”.

The original building, Homestall, dates back to the 14™ century. In
the 1930’s, under the ownership of the Dewar family (of whisky
fame), it was decided that the building was not nearly big enough.
The solution was to buy Dutton Hall, a north Cheshire Tudor
mansion, complete with baronial hall, dismantle it, transport to its
present location and re-erect it piece by piece.

Dutton-Homestall, as it became, was turned into a convalescent
hospital during WWII and was temporary home to many members
of the Guinea Pig Club
